	PO 1: Locate information using grade-level appropriate text features.

PO 2: Interpret and draw conclusions from grade-level appropriate text features such as maps, charts, tables, and graphs, etc. (e.g., given a table of precipitation and temperatures across the country, draw a conclusion about which cities would receive snow).

PO 3: Use organizational features and electronic sources (such as headings and numberings, CD-ROM, Internet, pulldown menus, key word searches, and icons) to access information.
